Monthly Board Meeting Minutes
December 22, 2025
The Guthrie Town Board held its regular monthly meeting at the Town Hall on December 22, 2025. In attendance were Bryan Delaney (Supervisor), Michael Schmidt (Supervisor-Chair), Rebecca Theis (Treasurer), Jakki Blom (Clerk), and Ivy Knoshaug. The meeting was called to order at 8:00 PM and was opened with the pledge. 
The Clerk read the minutes of the November monthly meeting as submitted by Jakki Blom. The minutes were approved as read.
The Treasurer provided the Treasurer’s report and was approved as read. Clerk and Treasurer’s books agreed.  
SPEAKERS/PEOPLE ADDRESSING THE BOARD
Ivy mentioned that the schoolgrounds will have a meeting on January 8th at 7 p.m. to have a planning session for the chili cookoff. Discussion as to searching for a manager to help look after and maintain the community center. 
OLD BUSINESS:
Ryan has the calcium chloride letters printed and will be dropping them off to the residents personally by the end of 2025.  As of tonight, the letters have not been delivered, they will be sent at the next meeting if not already delivered. 
Bryan spoke to someone at the DNR regarding the parking lot resurfacing, the lease we have is deemed as rent. They have offered to pay for the whole thing, but have asked us to find a couple of vendors and get some bids. If the township is interested in striping the pavement, then that will need to be paid for by us. Discussion will be had at the annual meeting with the population to see what the thoughts are on striping. 
To submit our damages related to the storm we will need to provide a breakdown of costs associated. The basketball hoop has been delivered and will be installed in the spring. 
We received quotes for a new heater due to ours being on its last leg, we will plan to discuss further at the next meeting. 
It was brought up that the back room does not have a CO2 detector, Bryan will investigate one and we will get it purchased.  
Mike texted Ahlias about a 3-year contract on roadside mowing and he is interested in pursuing this. The board will put together a list of requirements and send off to him. While Mike has not contacted other brushers, he does have bids from 2023 to review and compare, the board has given permission for Mike to reach out for current bids/quotes. 

NEW BUSINESS: 
Meeting minutes will need to be approved and signed by the chair and clerk going forward. The process has not been followed previously, but will be corrected for the future. 
There has been interest from a community member regarding the cemetery sexton mowing position. 
Russ approached Mike about buying a new battery powered leaf blower and weed trimmer for the township. Discussion as to what will be needed, this will be revisited in the spring. 
Discussion as to who will install the new basketball hoop in the spring. 
Further conversation regarding compensation of the board members and decisions will be made at next month’s meeting showing new rates effective for 2026. 
The Next Regular Meeting will be held on January 13, 2025 at 8:00 P.M. 
A motion to pay bills and to adjourn the meeting was made by Mike and Bryan seconded the motion.
